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Foreword

In April 1917, as the United States entered World War I, the Aviation
Section of the U.S. Army Signal Corps had only a handful of usable flying
fields. This number quickly grew, ultimately exceeding 40 by the end of the
war. Several uncompleted fields at the time of the Armistice were aban-
doned, and in the period between the world wars, the number of fields
decreased more until only a relatively few were in use in 1939, when the
country again began to rebuild its land and air forces. By the end of 1943,
these few fields had grown to an astounding peak of 783-—345 main bases,
116 subbases, and 322 auxiliary fields—a number not including the many
depots and ranges. Of the 89 bases described in this volume, only Langley
and Kelly, which were both under construction in April 1917, remain from
the pre-World War I era. Eight others were completed during that war, 11
were established between the wars, and 11 more have been opened since the
end of World War II. The remaining 57 bases were built as part of the
tremendous growth during the latter war.

This volume deals, in a statistical format, with the histories of these
bases, a topic of particular interest both inside and outside the Air Force.
The book provides a ready reference for basic information on active USAF
bases within the United States as of 1982, the 75th anniversary of military
aviation in the United States and the date established as the cutoff for
research in assembling this volume. The history contained in these bases is
as old and as new as the history of aviation: the area where the Wright
brothers conducted their early experiments is now included within Wright-
Patterson AFB, while tests of the latest experimental aircraft and space
vehicles take place at Edwards AFB. Each base has its own special history
and its own place in history.

Air Force Bases should serve as a convenient resource for those inter-
ested in dates of activation, occupancy, closure, and transferral; in lists of
units stationed at each installation; in the chief support organizations; and
in the names of commanders. While numerous unit or organizational histo-
ries are available, much less has been written about the bases from which
these units actually operated and trained. This volume fills that void.

Preface

Histories of aeronautics and astronautics most often concentrate on
personalities, flying exploits, and the technology of the machines, all too
frequently ignoring the sites where these activities occurred. However, the
military officer, the scholar, the aviation enthusiast, and the local chronicler
often must determine elementary facts about an airfield. For the eighty-nine
bases located in thirty-seven states and the District of Columbia that were
active in 1982, this volume contains just such data: successive names and the
origins of those names; the dates for construction, establishment, occu-
pancy, activation, inactivation, and release to civilian agencies; and infor-
mation concerning command jurisdiction, base commanders, units
assigned, and ancillary off-base installations.

The focus of this reference work is on active primary Air Force bases;
hence the familiar name “Base Book.” A few installations that are excep-
tions to this rule have been included. Several bases not now assigned active
USAF flying organizations have had and continue to have significant mis-
sions and impressive histories that can be found in these pages. Gunter Air
Force Station and Eglin Air Force Auxiliary Field #9 (also known as
Hurlburt Field), categorized as off-base installations of Maxwell and Eglin
Air Force Bases, respectively, receive primary installation treatment because
their individual histories, often including separate major command subordi-
nation, have remained distinct and separate from those of the nominal
parent bases.

The fields and bases constructed over the years differ in design, and a
base originally constructed in one era appears vastly different when rebuilt
to the needs of another era. Structures at the very early fields were laid out
along one edge of the large open grass, sod, or dirt area on which the planes
could land from almost any direction and at any place. The familiar geomet-
ric runway patterns appeared when the increasing size of the planes made
solid surfaces necessary. To make the best use of the available land, the
structures were frequently located in one corner with the runways spread
over the remaining area. These fields often had three runways connected in a
triangle or with the runways intersecting at or around a central point. Some
of these runways were subsequently extended for the heavier planes of World
War II and later. Bases now generally have only one or two very long
runways to accommodate jet aircraft.

Where available, photographs portray the development each base has
gone through. The configurations of the runways changed as the needs of
the aircraft and the bases changed, and the newer runways did not always
precisely align with the older ones. Often, the outline of older runways will
show through existing runways, and a recent photograph may show the
cumulative results of those changes. Whenever the photographs of fields or
bases were identified with names other than their present names, the cap-
tions in the book reflect those earlier names. Many people at many bases in
many positions, from base commanders down, contributed to the collection
of photographs displayed here. Unfortunately, finding a full set of photo-
graphs for all phases of all bases was not possible, and the visual history of
some bases is incomplete.

In preparing this volume, numerous people played vital roles. At the
USAF Historical Research Center, R. Cargill Hall, Chief of the Research
Division, guided the effort, counseled on details, and edited the final manu-
script. Two Air Force Reserve individual mobilization augmentees helped
immensely. Col. Charles M. Ferguson, Professor of History at Columbus
College, Columbus, Georgia, assisted throughout the research and writing
effort; and Capt. William T. Branum, a law student at the University of
Alabama, painstakingly indexed 17,000 USAF Installation Characteristics
Reports. In the Research Division, Harry R. Fletcher completed the research
and verified the units assigned; Pauline Tubbs, editorial assistant, ably and
patiently typed, edited, and proofread the entire work. Jack C. Pettee, John
R. Roberts, and Julius A. Augustus assisted Mr. Fletcher in the research and
verification of the units assigned.

Special thanks are owed Gurvis Lawson of the Cartographic Informa-
tion Division, Air University Library, who gave unstintingly and willingly of
his time and talents. Barbara Spears and other members of the Air Force
Reference Branch, National Personnel Records Center at St. Louis, Mis-
souri, provided invaluable assistance, identifying base commanders and lo-
cating orders not included in the Historical Research Center collections. The
Real Property Division of the USAF Directorate of Engineering and Serv-
ices at Bolling Air Force Base generously placed its entire holdings of Instal-
lation Characteristics Reports at the Center’s disposal. Finally, all of us are
indebted to the innumerable unsung base historians, past and present,
whose narrative histories with their appended primary documents made
possible this work.

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Introduction

These notes explain the terms, format, and methods of presenting in-
formation for the bases appearing in this book.

Location. Distance and direction from the nearest town or city.

Name. The bases, except for those named for cities, memorialize prom-
inent individuals, primarily Air Force personalities, and brief statements
describe these individuals.

Date of Current Name. The date when the installation officially re-
ceived its current designation.

Previous Names. The civilian or alternate names are sometimes pre-
ceded by aka (also known as) and are listed for those periods when the
installation had another name. With the establishment of the Department
of the Air Force and the United States Air Force in late 1947, Army air fields
and Army air bases became Air Force bases.

Date of Establishment. Date on which a base began operations or on
which the administrative unit of an establishment was activated or organized
by either a military service or a major command.

Date Construction Began. The date when actual construction, as op-
posed to preliminary surveys or soil testing, began.

Date of Beneficial Occupancy. Date of occupancy of an installation
before completion, when the air arm occupant began its mission. The chron-
ological sequence of establishment, construction, and occupancy often var-
ied greatly, with establishment frequently occurring before construction.
When two dates appeared to be equally authentic, both are given with
appropriate annotations. For example, two primary documents of equal
authenticity might exist, one giving a date on which construction was to
begin or stating that a construction crew had arrived on the site and the
other reporting the start of actual construction. Here, as elsewhere, primary
sources were used wherever possible.

Base Operating Units. The organization that provided custodial and
support functions for the installations—generally Army Air Forces (after
1948, Air Force) base units and subsequently air base or combat support
groups. These must not be confused with other support and combat units
having an operational mission and assigned at the base, for example, a field
maintenance squadron or a bombardment wing. (Units with an operational
mission are listed under Units Assigned.) The dates for base operating units
do not always coincide with the activation, inactivation, or disposal dates of

the base. During the early history of a base, the operating unit was some-
times a U.S. Army or a civilian organization that briefly performed custo-
dial functions on a temporary basis until the first operating aviation unit
arrived.

Base Commanders. The ranks of commanders are those held while at
the base, while promotions and demotions received on the job appear paren-
thetically. The base commander supervising initial construction is often
termed a “Project Officer.” The terms “temporary’”’ and “interim” describe
commanders who served briefly until the arrival of the designated com-
mander. Some bases, reduced to a subbase or an off-base installation, were
commanded by the base commander of the primary installation. Base com-
manders often remained in place well beyond the date of base inactivation;
at other times they were withdrawn before the permanent or temporary
closure of a base. In some instances, no first name or only a first initial
could be located. For some periods varying from a few days to several years,
the name of a commander could not be found; in still other cases, the exact
tenure could not be established. Whenever the name of a commander or his
tenure at a base could not be determined, the gap is indicated by “unk”
(unknown). Similarly, where uncertainty exists, a “c.” (circa) is also used.

Major Off-Base and Detached Installations. Important off-base, de-
tached, and detached/leased installations are cited in alphabetical order,
except for missile sites, which are listed separately at the end of the section.
An off-base installation is part of the accountable and assigned property of
the primary installation. A detached or detached/leased installation, on the
other hand, can be independent of or belong to another base or even to a
different federal agency but furnishes support to or receives support from
the primary base. Only important installations in these categories, such as
auxiliary fields and missiles sites, are cited. Unmanned support facilities
(including small electronic, radio communications, and landing instrumen-
tation sites) and liaison facilities without direct bearing upon a base’s overall
operational capability are excluded, as are installations and industrial facili-
ties not assigned to the base but to the Air Logistics Centers situated on
several bases. Dates of assignment or transfer of jurisdiction to another
USAF base or to another government or private agency are cited when
available to show complete dates of jurisdiction. Dates of activation or
inactivation are shown only when assignment and disposal dates are unavail-
able. “Disposed” signifies that a primary installation has been relieved of
jurisdiction and property accountability of a subinstallation, while “inac-
tive)” “excess.’ or “surplus” indicate that property and operational responsi-
bility and jurisdiction continue to reside with the primary installation.

Major Changes in Operational Capability. This section briefly summa-
rizes the bases’ major missions and activities, and the completion of the
significant facilities and structures that supported them.

Major Commands to Which Assigned. This section traces the succes-
sive assignment of each base to a parent organization, beginning with the
Aviation Section of the U.S. Army for the very oldest installations, through
the Air Service, the Air Corps, and eventually the major commands that
emerged after World War 11.* Changes of assignment signify either transfer
of the base or that the major command itself was abolished and its compo-
nents absorbed by other commands. Several of the older bases remained
under various numbered U.S. Army Corps Areas until the 1930s and 1940s.

Major Changes in Status. Legal changes in the status of each base are
noted wherever applicable. In a few cases, the term “none” signifies that the
base has always remained active. Temporary or permanent periods of inacti-
vation are listed, as are dates of custody assumption by the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers subsequent to disposal by the air arm of the service. Also listed
are transfers between the Department of Defense and a federal or state
agency; renewed activation (reactivation); annexation or purchase by the
local municipality; and any changes from subbase or off-base status to a
primary base status or the reverse, from under construction to active, or
from reduced operational to caretaker or surplus status. An installation on
caretaker status has only those personnel and operations needed for its
physical upkeep, and either immediately precedes or follows a period on
active status. A major command or a service declares an installation surplus
to government needs with approval by the General Services Administration.
Thereafter it is designated excess and referred to an appropriate agency for
disposal. “Inactivated” and “discontinued” indicates that the base adminis-
trative unit was inactivated or discontinued or indicates an announcement of
such an action by the service, and “standby” means the installation ceased
to be used as an operational site, placing it on the inactive roll. A caretaker
unit might still be stationed there, but the facility no longer has a mission in
support of Air Force activities. It might be retained in anticipation of future
needs. Still other terms used under this heading are explained above under
Major Off-Base and Detached Installations.

Units Assigned. All assigned support and combat units, squadron level
or higher, appear chronologically by calendar year, with the date of assign-
ment to or activation at a base listed first and the date of transfer (or
inactivation of the unit) appearing last. Complying with military usage,
these dates appear by day, month, and year. The new names of units rede-
signated while at a base appear in parentheses sequentially. Brackets around
words indicate that the words enclosed are a part of the actual designation

of the unit. Numbered units precede unnumbered units; units with identical

numerical designation and activation dates appear in the alphabetical order
of their functional designation. Only one entry appears for each continuous
period of a unit’s assignment. (A unit may have been transferred and subse-
quently returned to a base, in which case two or more entries, one for each
period of assignment, appear.) To sum the units on base in any given year,
the reader must consult the units assigned in the preceding years. A number
of old Army units and organizations that never became a part of the U.S.
Air Force do not appear in these pages. All support units and some combat
units of or allocated to the Air National Guard also do not appear; Air
National Guard combat squadrons called to active duty are included. Units
briefly attached at a base while deployed away from a parent base, for
example during maneuvers or the Cuban missile crisis, appear only at the
parent base. A unit beginning as a flight or detachment and later redesigna-
ted as a squadron, or redesignated from squadron to detachment or flight, is
listed for its entire period on the base, with the redesignations indicated.
Detachments, flights, sections, infirmaries, clinics, dispensaries, compan-
ies, and ancillary units such as bands generally do not appear in these lists
unless redesignated as higher echelon organizations. As in the Base Operat-
ing Units section, unit prefixes and parenthetical suffixes that identify the
specialty of the organization have been excluded. This and other unit infor-
mation can be found in the Air Force reference works on combat units,
combat squadrons, and combat wings that have been prepared at the USAF
Historical Research Center.*

Because of the innumerable landing and auxiliary fields assigned to
primary bases, units at off-base installations are excluded, with three excep-
tions: Duncan and Wendover Fields and the Sandia Range, all of which
played important roles before they were absorbed by their primary installa-
tions, Kelly, Hill, and Kirtland Air Force Bases, respectively. Units assigned
at Wilbur Wright, McCook, Wright, and Patterson Fields, all antecedents of
Wright-Patterson AFB, are also included. Finally, the explanations of spe-
cial Air Force terms and words used in this volume can be found in the
glossary.

Notes on Sources

Narrative histories of Air Force units and bases held in the USAF Historical
Research Center provided most of the information for this volume. The
histories of individual bases used in this book varied in length from a few
sheets to 100 linear feet and more and contained primary documents such as
general and special orders, station lists, morning reports, and official corre-
spondence, as well as secondary sources such as newspaper clippings and
journals,

General and special orders issued by the War Department and its air
arms and later by the United States Air Force, its major commands, and
sometimes by lower echelon units, provided invaluable data on installations,
base operating units, and base commanders. All of these orders are depos-
ited in the USAF Historical Research Center, the Air Force Reference Branch
of the National Personnel Records Center in St. Louis, Missouri, or the
numbered “record group” collections of the Modern Military Branch and
the Navy and Old Army Branch of the National Archives in Washington,
DC. The unit sections were prepared from the 40,000 organizational record
cards held at the USAF Historical Research Center.

A file of some 17,000 Installation Characteristics Reports (AF Form
1192) and, for earlier periods, a file of index cards labeled ‘“Historical
Data—Post, Camp, Station or Airfield” covering some 11,000 active and
inactive installations, furnished information on designations, redesigna-
tions, activations, assignments, transfers, and disposal for most primary,
off-base, and detached installations. These files are held by the Real Prop-
erty Division of the USAF Director of Engineering and Services, Bolling
AFB, DC.

During the course of this project, base historians also provided docu-
mentation not contained in base histories, such as letters, title deeds, and
local newspaper clippings. These materials often proved indispensable in
clarifying and completing the “lives” of the respective installations. Finally,
some long-time employees in base engineer and base real estate offices
offered information from memory or from informal journals or notes re-
maining in their offices. Because much of this information lacked documen-
tary verification, when used in the text it is preceded by a ‘“c.” (circa).
