UNITED STATES AIR FORCE STATISTICAL DIGEST-PCN: SS-U23

This regulation establishes the United States Air Force Statistical Digest as the ofJicial compila-
tion oj USAF statistics [or each fiscal year; describes the Digest's contents and sources oj mao
terial, and assigns related responsibUities. It applies to HQ USAF, major commands, and sepa-
rate operating agencies.

1. Contents of the Digest. The Digest con-
tains summaries of Air Force statistics on
forces, operations, materiel, personnel, medi-
cal services, finance, security and law en-
forcement, facilities, transportation, Military
Assistance Program (MAP), and related
studies and historical events.

2. Source of Material. Data for the Digest is
obtained from the Data Services Center
(AFADS), Directorate of Data Automation,
Comptroller of the Air Force, HQ USAF;
Air Staff offices; HQ USAF Field exten-
sions ; major commands; and separate op-
erating agencies.

3. Schedule For Preparing the Digest:

a. 25 June--Letter of instruction from
AFADS will be sent to contributors with
schedule of submission dates and other perti-
nent information for preparation of data for
the USAF Statistical Digest.

b. 15 August-Contributors will submit
list of proposed tables and material to AF-
ADSLD indicating any deletions and/or
additions of data submitted for inclusion in
the USAF Statistical Digest.

c. 15 October-Contributors will submit
tables and material in completed form to
AFADSLD.

d. 31 January-Release to AFDAS for
printing.

4. HQ USAF Responsibilities. AFADS:
a. Is assigned the primary responsibility

for publication of the Digest.
b. Prepares the annual letter of instruc-

tion to contributors.
c. Collects properly prepared statistical

data from contributing offices.
d. Compiles data from directorate statis-

tical reports.
e. Reviews and acts upon contributors'

and users' recommendations for additions,
deletions, and changes in data or statistical
format; and coordinates these recommends-
tions with Air Force correlative activities.

f. Reviews, edits, organizes, and consoli-
dates the statistical data for publication in
the Digest.

g. Submits final draft to Director of Ad-
ministration for printing.

5. Responsibilities of Other Activities. Other
Air Staff offices,HQ USAF field extensions,
major commands, and separate operating
agencies will contribute historical and sig-
nificant statistical material for the Digest
by:

a. Compiling and preparing statistical and
editorially correct summaries that cover the
pertinent subject matter area in accordance
with the annual instruction issued by
AFADS.

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b. Coordinating Digest material with Air
Force correlative activities.

c. Reviewing the latest issue of the Digest
and recommending changes for future edi-
tions.
6. Maintaining Security Classification.Each
contributing activity will indicate the proper
security classification and the appropriate

downgrading and declassification group
number (as prescribed in AFRs 205-1 and
205-2) of all Digest material submitted for
publication. Further, the contributor will
notify HQ USAF (AFADSLD), WASH DC
20330, immediately as to any change in the
security classification or in the downgrading
and declassification group numbers which
affect previously published Digest material.

Aircraft flight operations data included in this section are based on statistics submitted in accordance with
AFM 65-110, RCS: l-HAF-Al. These reports are compiled on a physical possession basis with the various activity
categories determined by the assignment or status of the aircraft rather than actual use.

The tables provide summary data covering flight operations for operating active USAF aircraft and include air-
craft flying hours, utilization, etc. Non-operating active totals are shown as a one-line entry.

DEFINITIONS

OPERATING ACTIVE AIRCRAFT - Aircraft currently and actively engaged in or supporting flying missions. Assign-
ment categories are as follows:

TACTICAL AND OOMBAT SUPPORT:
Combat Unit - Aircraft assigned for the direct accomplishment of combat unit operations.
Combat Support - Aircraft assigned for the direct accomplishment of combat support operations.
Combat Unit Support - Aircraft assigned for the direct support of combat units and combat supporting

unit operations.
Combat Tactics DevelOpment - Aircraft assigned to combat commands for the purpose of developing and

testing tactics to be employed in functions of combat unit operations.
Combat Flying Support - Aircraft assigned for the purpose of accomplishing essential combat flying

functions that cannot be performed in tactical type aircraft.
Industrial Funded - Aircraft assigned to Military Airlift Command (MAC) for the accomplishment of

single manager operations for airlift service.

S'IDDENT AND COl<IBA.TCREW TRAINING:
Aircraft assigned to accomplish student and combat crew training or indoctrination.

OPERATIONAL SUPPORT:
Aircraft assigned to Air Force units in support of proficiency flying for those rated personnel who

are not assigned to crew positions and cannot be prOVided their AFR 60-2 flying requirements {n aircraft assigned in
any other code.

ADMINISTRATIVE :
Aircraft assigned to support command administrative, executive, and inspection functions.

SP:EX:IALACTIVITY AND UTILITY TRANSPORT:
Special Activity - Aircraft assigned to accomplish special activities of the Air Force and other Gov-

ernment agencies.
Command Mission Support - Aircraft assigned to accomplish necessary unscheduled airlift of personnel

and materiel in support of Air Force bases and units.

TEST AND TEST SUPPORT:
Bailment Test - Aircraft assigned to approved Air Force contractors for the performance or support of

research, development, or test programs for the Air Force.
Test Support - Aircraft assigned for the purpose of supporting test programs by actual participation,

or for the purpose of research, development, or test of equipment requiring airborne platforms.

FLIGHT ACCIDENT - A mishap which results in damage to, or destruction of one or more USAF aircraft when intent
for flight exists. Intent for flight is considered to exist when the engine is started for the purpose of
commencing flight; it continues until the aircraft comes to rest with the engine(s), propeller(s) or rotor(s)
stopped and the brakes set or wheel chocks in place.

MAJOR ACCIDENT - A major accident is one in which the aircraft is destroyed or is substantially damaged
(See AFR 127-4).

MINOR ACCIDENT - A .minor accident is one in which the aircraft receives minor damage as defined in AFR 127-4.

ALL OR TOTAL ACCIDENTS - Total of major and minor accidents.

GROUND ACCIDENTS

The contents of this section are United States Air Force ground accident statistics. Accidents of the

inactive Air Force Reserve and the Air National Guard are not included.

DEFINITIONS

ACCIDENT, GROUND - Any accident, which occurs on or off an Air Force installation, base, or site, which involves
Air Force military personnel, Air Force civilian personnel on duty, or Air Force property. (See AFR 127-4)

ACCIDENT, pRIVATE MOTOR VEHICLE - A motor vehicle accident involving only non-Air Force motor vehicles, or, if
both Air Force and non-Air Force vehicles were involved, the Air Force motor vehicle was not being operated at
the time of the accident. Disabling injury to a USAF person is a requisite of this classification.
(See AFR 127 -4 )

ACCIDENT, USAF (GOVERNMENT) MOTOR VEHICLES - An accident involving the operation of an Air Force motor vehicle
which results in injury to USAF or non-USAF persons or damage to vehicles or property without regard to owner-
ship. (See AFR 127-4)

INJURY, DISABLING - An injury which results in death, permanent total, permanent partial, or temporary total con-
dition which, in the opinion of a medical authority, makes it impossible for the injured to return to duty at any
time during the calendar day following the day of injury.

INJURY, NON-DISABLING - A non-disabling injury is an injury which, although requiring medical attention, would
not keep the injured person from performing his assigned duties during the next calendar day 'or any subsequent
day. This injury is generally known as a first-aid case.

RATES - All rates are expreSSed in number of injuries or accidents per 1,000,000 units of exposure. Units of
exposure are mandays for military personnel, manhours for civilian personnel and miles for government motor
vehicles.

The missile tables reflec"t funding by fis-
cal year, acceptance, functional distribution, active and inactive, age (in months) distribution, and disposition
of missiles.

Production data for aircraft and missiles are obtained under the provisions of AF Regulation 84-8, dated 7 July
1964. Additional data .may be obtained in the USAF Production Digest S8-N-47 published monthly. Inventory and status
data for aircraft and missiles are obtained under the provisions of AF Manual 65-110, dated 1 September 1968. The
mission classification (Fighter, Bomber, Tanker, etc.) is generally based upon the mission design~tor or the prefix
preceding the basic mission designator of each aircraft or missile model. A prefix is assigned an aircraft or mis-
sile model when the aircraft or missile is modified to perform a function (indicated by prefix) other than its basic
designated purpose. Additional statistical data may be obtained in the USAF Aircraft-Missile Digest, S8-AI, publi-
shed monthly.

DEFINITIONS

MISSION/DESIGN/SERIES - Air Force Regulations 66-11 dated, 18 September 1962, .Designating, Redesignating, and
naming Military Aircraft, and 66-1lA dated 5 August 1964 and 66-20, Designating, Redesignating, and Naming Military
Rockets and Guided Missiles dated :3April 1%5, and 66-20A dated:30 January 1964, establish a uniform system for
designating, redesignating, and na.ming military aircraft and missiles.

ACCEPTANCE _ Aircraft, missile, or drone which has been shop-assembled and fully inspected by constituted USAF
or Navy production authorities and for which the title, responsibility, and accountability has been assumed by the
contracting agency of the recipient.

AIRCRAfT - A heavier-than-air vehicle, designed primarily for flight in the atmosphere, which has incorporated
in its prime design the ability and/or requirement for human occupancy.

DRONE - Any aircraft or missile modified or produced to perform the mission of a target for W€8 pon evaluation
or crew training and has incorporated into its prime design the ability to be flown by remote control.

GUIDED MISSILE - Unmanned, self-propelled vehicle designed to move in a trajectory or flight pi th all or part-
ially above the earth's surface and whose trajectory or course, while the vehicle is in motion, is capable of being
controlled remotely or by homing .systems, or by inertial and/or programmed guidance from within. This term does not
include space vehicles, space boosters, or Naval torpedoes, but it does include target and reconnaissance drones.

OPERATING ACTIVE - Aircraft, missiles, and drones currently and actively engaged in or supporting flying mis-
sions (AFM 65-110).

NON-OPERATING ACTIVE _ Aircraft, missiles, and drones in preparation or awaiting preparation fbr possession by
units or test activities through any of the logistical processes or supply, maintenance, and modification.

INACTIVE - Aircraft, missiles, or drones on loan and bailment (except bailed for test, maintenance, and modifi-
cation); aircraft, missiles, or drones for which there is no longer a requirement in the active inventory, including
those that have been accumulated in excess of possible future needs; and aircraft, missiles, or~rones in the pro-
cess of being dropped from the total inventory and salvage.

SERVICEABLE ENGINE - A propulsion unit determined to be operationally suitable for installation, includ-

ing units requiring or undergoing build-up, organizational maintenance, TOC or modification other than ground

TOC, and those ready for use.

UNINSTALLED ENGINE (formerly designated as SPARE) - A propulsion unit available for distribution or in-

stallation, with or without controls or built-up ac~essories which conve~t it to a power pack.

ARMED FORCES QUALIFICATION TEST MENTAL GROUP: An airman's mental ability level as determined from his score on the
Armed Forces Qualification Test (AFQT).
AIR FORCE NATIONAL GUARD AIR ALERT PILOTS: Officers of the Air Force National Guard who are authorized to and augment
active Air Force Units for short periods of active duty to perform air alert duty.
ARMED FORCES QUALIFICATION TEST SCORE (AFQT SCORE): The test contains questd.onson arithmetical reasoning, word
~nowledge, tool functions, and spatial visualization. The "Score" is a composite index of performance on all these
items, and as such, is an indication of general learning ability.
CHARGEABLE MILITARY PERSONNEL:

1. All USAF Military Personnel on Extended Active Duty who are authorized and assigned to active Air Force
Units against position spaces which are chargeable against USAF Authorized Manpower Ceilings.

2. USAF Academy Cadets.
3. Air Force National Guard Air Alert Pilots.

Patients: Military personnel assigned in patient status to an Air Force Unit which administers Air Force
hospitalized personnel receiving treatment at a medical facility operated by any of the three military departments.

Students: Personnel assigned in a training status to a unit charged with administration of individuals
attending a formal course of instruction at a service or civilian school or a base military training course.
PRIOR SERVICE ENLISTMENTS:

UNIT MANNING VARIANCES: The difference between the number of spaces authorized to a unit and the number of person-
nel assigned to the unit.
USAF CADET: U. S. Air Force Academy Cadet. USAFA Cadets are not assigned to active organized Air Force Units.
Students are assigned 'to the USAF-Academy for training and ultimate commissioning as ~egular Air Force officers.
~ese personneT are not considered part of active forces but are chargeable to the active force ceiling.

ADMISSION - When aFFlied to: (1) Active duty military Fersonnel, the term indicates that the individual has been
Flaced under treatment as a quarters patient or as a hospital bed occupant on an excused-from-duty basis. (2) A
civilian patient, the term indicates that a patient has entered a hospital as a bed occupant, for some form of
treatment.

ADMISSION RATE - The adnri.asi.on rate is a measure which indicates the frequency with which military patients are
excused from duty for medical reasons. Hence, the admission rate is based on admissions from duty. These are
annual admission rates, which show the number of admissions that would occur during a 365 day year if admissions
occurred throughout an entire year at the same frequency as in the period of observation. The annual admission
rate per thousand average strength is computed as follOWS:

Number of admissions during the period X Number of such periods in a year X 1,000
Mean strength during the period

AIR FORCE PERSONNEL - Air Force military personnel on extended active duty, not including Air Force Academy cadets
or personnel on active duty for training.

AVERAGE OCCUPIED BEDS - The average of the numbers of patients occupying beds in hospitals and Class "A" dispensa-
ries as of midnight of each day in the period.

COMPLETE PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS - Complete physical examinations include only those recorded on the Report of Medical
Examination (Standard Form 88); physical inspections of food handlers or barbers are not included nor are examina-
tions of personnel who are ill.

HOSPITALIZED RATIO - The hospitalized ratio is th~weighted average of the proportions of strength in an inpatient
status each day (of the period for which it is computed). It differs from the noneffective ratio in that it
includes only bed occupancy days in hospital or Class "A" dispensary. The ratio is computed per 100 strength as
follows:

Number of bed occupancy days in the period X 100

INPATIENT ADMISSION - The enrollment of a patient for care on the wards of a hospital or Class "A" dispensary.

NONEFFECTIVE RATIO - The medical noneffective ratio is the weighted average of the proportions of strength not
available for duty, for medical reasons, each day (of the period for which it is computed). Such persons may be
under treatment as inpatients, in quarters, on sick leave, or AWOL from a patient status. The ratio is computed
for a specified period, per 100 strength as follows:

Number of sick days in period X 100
Mean strength X Number of calendar days in the period

OPERATING BEDS - This term applies to beds with staff and equipment ready for treatment of patients, whether in a
hosFital or a Class "A" disFensary.

OUTPATIENT VISITS - One visit is counted each time an outpatient or quarters patient received advice and/or
treatment at an organized clinic or specialty service. More than one visit per patient may be counted on a given
day.

PHYSIOLOGICAL TRAINING - Program of instruction to familiarize the flyer with the physiological and psychological
stresses. of modern military aviation and space flight, and to prepare him to meet these stresses successfully.
Physiological training officers are also responsible for training air crew members in functions of personnel pro-
tective equipment which is used in flight, escape from aircraft, and survival.

273

Security Police statistics are collected quarterly world-wide for use in management and to determine the status
of discipline within the Air Force. In general, they include selected data regarding military and civil type offenses
and the administration of the correction program. All data depicted in this table are d.erived from reports required
by AFR 125-17. All entries depicting military offenses represent only those offenses for which action was taken
under Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).

DEFINITIONS

ABSENCE WITHOUT LEAVE (AWOL) - Status of the offense of any member of the Air Force who, without authority:
(l) Fails to go to his appointed place of duty at the time prescribed; or
(2) Goes from that place; or
(3) Absents himself or remains absent from his unit, organization, or place of duty at which he is required

to be at the time prescribed (10 U.S.C. 886). (See AFR 35-73)
CUSTODY GRADE - Prisoners are classified as being in a minimum,medium, or maximum custody grade. The initial class-
ification will be determined by the correction officer based upon the nature of the offense,demeanor of the prisoner
upon admission, and any other pertinent information available. .

(1) Minimum custody prisoners are those who are sufficiently stable, dependable, and trustworthy as to
require little or no custodial supervision.

(2) Medium custody prisoners are those who require continual supervision, but whose escape would not
threaten life, limb, or property.

(3) Maximum custody prisoners are those whose escape would present a distinct threat to the safety of life,
limb, or property, and who require special custodial controls and handling.
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SECURITY AND MILITARY DISCIPLINE (CONTINUED)

SECURITY POLICE

CASUAL STATUS - A prisoner held at an installation Correction facility awaiting:

(1) Disposition instructions from another Command; or

(2) If disposition instructions have been received, awaiting transfer to a designated confinement facility.

CORRECTIONAL CUSTODY - The physical restraint of a person during duty or non duty hours, or both, imposed as a
punishment under Article 15 < UCMJ, and may include extra duties, fatigue duties, or hard labor. (Manual for Courts
Martial, United States, 1969)

The Office of The Judge Advocate General provides 'statistical data reflecting trial of offenders against
military law. The statistics are derived from AF Form 214 "Court-Martial and Article 15 Activities Report",
AFR 111-3, submitted quarterly by each major command exercising general court-martial jurisdiction.

Table 12$ reflects the number of military persons, subject to court-martial jurisdiction pursuant to Uniform
Code of Military Justice, Article 2, who were tried by each type of court-martial; and the number of military
persons receiving non-judicial punishment, for minor offenses, under Article 15.

General Court-Martial - A general court-martial may adjudge a dishonorable or bad conduct discharge as
part of the sentence.

Special(Non-BCD)Court-Martial - A special court-martial which does not adjudge a discharge as part of the
sentence, but may adjUdge as much as six months confinement.

Summary Co~rt-Martial - A summary court-martial may not adjudge a discharge or confinement for more than
one month.

Non-Judicial Punishment - Punishment imposed for minor offenses, by the commanding officer, without the.
intervention of a court-martial, which does not become a permanent part of the offender's military record.

THE JUDGE ADVOCATE GENERAL

The Office of The Judge Advocate General provides .statistical data reflecting trial of offenders against
military law. The statistics are derived from AF Form 214 "Court-Martial and Article 15 Activities Report",
AFR 111-3, submitted quarterly by each major command exercising general court-martial jurisdiction.

Table 128 reflects the number of military persons, subject to court-martial jurisdiction pursuant to Uniform
Code of Military Justice, Article 2, who were tried by each type of court-martial; and the number of military
persons receiving non-judicial punishment, for minor offenses, under Article 15.

General Court-Martial - A general court-martial may adjudge a dishonorable or bad conduct discharge as
part of the sentence.

Special(BCD)Court-Martial - A special court-martial which adjudges a bad conduct discharge as part of
the sentence.

Special(Non-BCD)Court-Martial - A special court-martial which does not adjudge a discharge as part of the
sentence, but may adjudge as much as six months confinement.

Summary Co~rt-Martial - A summary court-martial may not adjUdge a discharge or confinement for more than
one month.

Non-Judicial Punishment - Punishment imposed for minor offenses, by the commanding officer, without the.
intervention of a court-martial, which does not become a permanent part of the offender's military record.

The Air Foroe Reserve personnel statistioal data oontained in this seotion pertains to those reservist~ not
on extended aotive duty (EAD). These statistioal tables are designed to show the oomposition and oharaoteristios
of Air Foroe Reserve personnel and refleot the strengths, grades, and gains and losses at speoifio intervals
throughout the fisoal year.

In general, the definitions oontained herein have been taken from, or are in oonformity to the definitions
inoluded in the Air Foroe Regulations 45 series and Air Foroe Manual 35-3.

DEFINITIONS

ACTIVE DUTY FOR TRAINING - A tour of aot~ve duty (.AD) reserve training under orders which provide for automatio
reversion to the Air Foroe Reserve not on AD when the speoified period of .AD is oompleted.
ACTIVE DUTY PAY ONLY - Reservists assigned to Reserve Seotions in whioh they are paid only for their aotive
duty for training tour. They may partioipate in inactive duty drill training for points only.
DRILL PAY STATUS RESERVISTS - Reservists assigned to Reserve Seotions in whioh they are authorized to reoeive
pay for inaotive and aotive duty for training performed.
INACTIVE DUTY TRAINING - That training perf01'llledby a member of the Air Foroe Reserve while not on aotive duty
for whioh point oredit is authorized.
MOBILIZATION AUGMENTEE - A partioipating member needed to augment major oommand strength; or to replace aotive
foroe rated withdrawals; or to replaoe aotive foroe personnel withdrawn for higher priorities (JCS, NATO, eto);
or to meet aotive foroes shortages during early phase of war or general mobilization.
MILITARY SERVICE OBLIGATION (MSO) - The period that an individual must serve as a member of a Regular and/or
Reserve oomponent of the Armed Servioes required by law.
NONOBLIGOR - A member of the Air Foroe Reserve who does not have an MSO.
NONPRIOR SERVICE PERSONNEL -

a. For Purpose of Enlistment or Reenlistment - One who is subjeot to the initial aotive duty training tour
of a minimum of four months.

b. For all other Purposes --A member of the Air Foroe Reserve who attained draft-deferred status 'by enlist-
ing in a Reserve oomponent.
OBLIGATED RESERVE SECTION - The ORS is an aotive status seotion of the Ready Reserve. A Ready Reserve member
with an MSO or a direot appointee in the AFRes whose appointment is oontingent on his serTing an EAD tour (with
or .without an MSO) who is not voluntarily or mandatorily assigned to a Ready Reserve unit or mobili£ation
augmentation position will be assigned to the ORS.
~ - A member of the Air Foroe Reserve who has an MSO.
PAID RESERVE STATUS - Reservists assigned to Drill Pay Status or Aotive Duty Pay Only status.
READY RESERVE - Consists of units and members of the Reserve components liable for AD in time of war, in time of
~ational. emergenoy deolared by the Congress or the President, or when otherwise authorized by law. Reserve members
not assigned to the Standby or Retired Reserve are placed in the Ready Reserve.

REINFORCEMENT DESIGNEE - A member training to meet replacement and attritional requirements needed during a limited
or general war; or upon mobilization is required to meet anticipated attritional replacements and selected active
force skill shortages which cannot be precisely established by grades and AFSC's.
RESERVE OFFICER REPRESENTATION ON AIR FORCE STAFFS - The statutory authority for these personnel is contained in
Sections 265, 672(d), 8019, and 8033 (e), Title 10, USC.
RESERVE SECTIONS - Classification of Reservists by type, amount of training and pay authorized, and/or type of.
unit or categories of assignment.
RETIRED STATUS - The status of a member of the Air Force Reserve who, on the basis of law, has been determined
eligible for retirement with or without pay and who is assigned upon his request or by law to the Retired Reserve.
STANDBY RESERVE - Consists of units 01' members of the Reserve components liable for AD only in time of war or
National emergency declared by Congress, or when otherwise authorized by law. Reserve members not assigned to
the Ready or Retired Reserve are placed in the Standby Reserve.
