Inspector note - When an inspector is scoring subsection 11 (Training) questions 1101, 1109, 1113, and subsection 12 (Use of Force) question 1201 of this FAC, the PMO/MCPD must have 100% of their personnel trained to be scored “Compliant”.  When inspecting the remaining questions of subsection 11 the PMO/MCPD must have 90% of their personnel trained in those subjects to be scored “Compliant”.  When scoring these questions an inspector will consider the reason why someone is not trained e.g.; just checked in from IA billet or special duty.
