MEMORANDUM FOR MR, CHARLES BAVENS, SPECIAL ASSISTANT 10

- 1. I am writing to you regarding the roport submitted to the Bouss
A-med Services Committes by the Special Subcommittee on the USS
PUEBLO, a copy of which rapart this Agency recaived from your office
for review on Thursday, 3 July 1669,

2. NSA representatives met with Captain ILazenby of the Public
Affatrs Office on Saturday, 5 July, and identifiad all of the items which,
in the interest of natlonal security ~ speoifically from the crypiologic
viewpolnt, requirs delation prior to general publication of the report by
the full Committee. 1 am advised that all of cur suggested security
deistlions were noted by Captain Lazsnby. [ have cvery conildonus that
it will be recommendsd by the Department that they be excised from the
text of ths report,

3. Inaddition to ths requirad security deletions, however, there
remain several matters of fact which I would like to eall to your attention,
angd which ! {zel require corroction in the final text. Theso several itemsn
aro identifiad In the inclosure to thiz letter. The lst of {tems inclosed
ondts any reference to the comments appearing on page Ad of the Subcom-
mittee Report regarding tha duplication of eifforts betwaen NSA and DIiA
and lack of coordination between these two agencies. 1 would rnot want
to convey the impression that by our omisgion of these points we concur {n
thelir factual accuracy, for indeed, we do not; the NS& mission, as you are
aware,ls quite unique and diatinct within the Intelligence Community and
we havs coordination in depth with DIA, But these comments are clearly
labzled in the report as the oplition of the Subcommities and, although we
regrat they have formed that opinion, we do not feel that their views are
subject to mere editorial comment,

4, Your efforts to correct the gpecific items noted. in the Incloswe

" iwould be greatly apprecisted. "I the altemative, with the approval of the

Secratary, wa could clarlfy these factual inaccuracies for the Commitise

The NSA message summarized previously
reported past indications of hostile attitude on the part of the North

‘Koreans regarding peripheral reconnaissance activities, including

aggressive ship activities within the 12 mile limit, It was stated that
the message was not intended to reflect adversely upon the PUEBLO
deployment proposal but was provided to aid in evaluating the require-
ment for ship protective measures for the USS PUEBLO.

The Piie Sub-
committee Report had been forwarded to the Sccretary of Defense on 1 July
by ths Chatrman of the House Armed Services Committee by a letter which
requested Do) review for the purpose of eliminating those classified
items which, if made public, would .seriously jeopardize the national
security interests of.the United States, as well ag for advice as to .
whether the report contained any serious factual errors. The DoD repcﬂ.
back 0 the Commiftee was requested not later than 10 July. &

The Agency was advised by the Office of the Assistant Se-"retary
of Defanse for Public Affaira that a meeting would be held in the Pentagon
on Saturday morning, 5 July, to review the security asgects of tha teport.
Representatives of D6 | and of P04 and Mr. Snow)
reviawed the report in detall through late on Th\.u'shay nlg!' t and {dentifled
all those sections of the report which required deletion for securlty reasons
from the NSA point of view. Their notes were incorporatad with thosa notes

made early in the day by D6 | | regarding factual changes desired
{n the report, and essentlally formed a list of NSA's overall dasired changes.
On Saturday morning, 5 July, | |met with

Captain Lazenby of the Public Affairs Office and went over each of the
NSA security changes, all of which were noted by Captain Lazenby, in
addition to other security changes suggested by the Navy and the JCS.
These NSA changes appear in the report on pages A3, Al3, Al4, 15, 186,
. 18, 19, 20, 21, 43, 44, 53, 54, 66 and 68, chronologles on 74, 75, 77,
79, 79A and 79B, pages 97, 107, 10S, 110, 11l and 112. The NSA representa-
. tives at this meeting were advised that the Special Assistant to the Deputy.
Secrctary of Defense was convening a mesting early Monday morning to
raeview the security changes suggested by ail DoD elaments as well-as to
consider those factual changes which were necessary in the report. NSA
“-representatives were invited to:participate in that meeting. - T -
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" In order to avold any partlcular pressures which might develop at

.---.."tha Monday, 7 July, meeting, upon the recommendation of the General
. Counsel, XSA, it wag the position of the Director that factual changes

in the report should be thae subject of a letter from NSA to the Special
Assistant to the Deputy Secretary, Thus it was felt that the NSA desired
changes would bo a matter of record frrespective of any final decision

on the part of the Department. The factual changes are the subject of the
present letter, which it Is intended shall he dispatched by spezcial
courier to the Pentagon this morning.

It i3 noted that the final paragraph to this letier offers the Department
the option of allowing NSA separately to discuss thase points with the
committes council, It iz felt that this would provide NSA a better chance
at achisving the desired amendments rather than through incorporation
into any magsive set of changes which might be proposed by the Department
ci which, on the other hand, might be precluded entirely by any departmental
overall acceptance of the factual aspects of the report, -
